MARTYR POLYEUCTUS OF MELITENE, IN ARMENIA 
 
Saint Polyeuctus was the first martyr in the Armenian city of Meletine. He was a soldier under the 
emperor Decius (249-251) and he later suffered for Christ under the emperor Valerian (253-259). 
The saint was friend also of Nearchos, a fellow-soldier and firm Christian, but Polyeuctus, though he 
led a virtuous life, remained a pagan. 
When the persecution against Christians began, Nearchos said to Polyeuctus, “Friend, we shall soon 
be separated, for they will take me to torture, and you alas, will renounce your friendship with me.” 
Polyeuctus told him that he had seen Christ in a dream, Who took his soiled military cloak from him 
and dressed him in a radiant garment. “Now,” he said, “I am prepared to serve the Lord Jesus 
Christ.” 
Enflamed with zeal, Saint Polyeuctus went to the city square, and tore up the edict of Decius which 
required everyone to worship idols. A few moments later, he met a procession carrying twelve idols 
through the streets of the city. He dashed the idols to the ground and trampled them underfoot. 
His father-in-law, the magistrate Felix, who was responsible for enforcing the imperial edict, was 
horrified at what Saint Polyeuctus had done and declared that he had to die for this. “Go, bid 
farewell to your wife and children,” said Felix. Paulina came and tearfully entreated her husband to 
renounce Christ. His father-in-law Felix also wept, but Saint Polyeuctus remained steadfast in his 
resolve to suffer for Christ. 
With joy he bent his head beneath the sword of the executioner and was baptized in his own blood. 
Soon, when the Church of Christ in the reign of Saint Constantine had triumphed throughout all the 
Roman Empire, a church was built at Meletine in honor of the holy Martyr Polyeuctus. Many 
miracles were worked through the intercession of Saint Polyeuctus. In this very church the parents 
of Saint Euthymius the Great (January 20) prayed fervently for a son. The birth of this great 
luminary of Orthodoxy in the year 376 occurred through the help of the holy Martyr Polyeuctus. 
Saint Polyeuctus was also venerated by Saint Acacius, Bishop of Meletine (March 31), a participant 
in the Third Ecumenical Council, and a great proponent of Orthodoxy. In the East, and also in the 
West, the holy Martyr Polyeuctus is venerated as a patron saint of vows and treaty agreements. 
The Polyeucte Overture of French composer Paul Dukas is only one of many pieces of classical 
music inspired by the saints. It premiered in January of 1892. French dramatist Pierre Corneille has 
also written a play, Polyeucte (1642), based on the martyr’s life.

5 REASONS WHY MEN NEED TO BE PRESENT AT THE LITURGY 

November 20, 2015 

There’s a story about a high school kid whose parents went nuts when their son told them he would 

no longer join them at church on Sundays. The parents were shocked and distressed. When they 

asked their son “Why?”, he answered, “I love Jesus in my heart. That’s enough. I don’t need to go to 

church to be close to Him.” They were stumped and didn’t know what to do next. 

After talking with their priest, it became apparent to them that when teaching their son about Christ, 

they had made Him into a sort of “favorite uncle”, or nice guy that we go to church to hear stories 

about. They realized they had not made clear that Jesus Christ is the Son of God, the Savior of the 

world. They had not made real in the heart of their son, or really, in their own hearts, that Jesus 

Christ is the Second Person of the Holy Trinity. He is God who became a Man. And He invites us to 

His table to sacramentally be one with Him every week. 

Like the high school student, going and participating in the life of the Church isn’t seen as a necessity 

for a lot of men. It’s just not an immediate priority. A lot of us men believe that we can pray alone or 

even think that an active prayer life isn’t that important. A lot of us believe that corporate prayer is 

optional, and even that church work is for women. Like the boy in high school, we begin to see Jesus 

as that favorite uncle that we’ll hear about on Sundays and maybe pick up a few pointers on how we 

can be more like Him one day. 

In the Orthodox Church, there is a different paradigm. Being present in the Divine Liturgy (both 

physically and mentally) is a necessary ingredient in the Christian man’s pursuit of God. Focused, 

energetic, and determined effort must be put forth if we men want to yield the spiritual fruit 

promised to us in Holy Scripture: “not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the 

manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching.” 

(Hebrews 10:25) 

There are so many “things” that come up these days that make way for excuses as to why being 

physically present in the Divine Liturgy is unnecessary. That’s a slippery slope, and though the world 

in America, 2016, may offer other ways of worshipping or connecting with God – in the Orthodox 

Church, part of the foundation of our worship is being together, in communal worship. Which 

happens in God’s house. 

 

 



 

 

 

Here’s 5 reasons being present in the Divine Liturgy allows us to participate fully in the life of the 

Church: 

1. No other means of connecting with God is sufficient. Stories from others is not 

enough. The internet is not enough. Even ministries like Faithtree cannot act as a substitute 

for participation in the Divine Liturgy. In our Orthodox Christian tradition we must 

worship corporately to be pleasing to God. 

2. Your family is watching. Your wife, kids and anyone else in your care won’t get it if you 

don’t model it. The results of every study come out the same…the single most powerful shaper 

of behavior and socialization is modeling. Modeling is THE most powerful teacher. Your kids 

will never be what you tell them to be. They will become what you are. If you want your kids 

to make God a priority, you better show them how. 

3. To live well, you have to know God. What better place than in His Home as His invited 

guest? 

4. Trying to understand the faith mentally does not replace the community 

experience or participation in the Sacraments. Think about it. What if you say you’re 

married or that you are a Red Sox fan but you never actually do anything to live that out? 

How authentic would you be? 

5. An important part of our Christian life means being in community. We weren’t 

designed to do it alone. Matthew 18 tells us “For where two or three are gathered in my name, 

there am I among them.” If we know Christ joins us at His Holy Altar table, why wouldn’t we 

go to meet Him there? It allows us to know and commune with Him. And how can you know 

what’s going on in the Liturgy if you don’t show up to experience it? That’s like saying you 

love sushi yet you’ve never eaten it. 

As Orthodox Christian men, it will never be enough to merely say, “I have God in my heart.” Rather, 

we are called to lead those in our care by putting dedicated, focused and intentional effort into being 

present in the Divine Liturgy, both mentally and physically. As more and more men start doing this 

purposefully, the Orthodox Church will yield unprecedented fruit.
